It is difficult to keep on the tradition of biennial art exhi-
bitions especially considering that the Biennial in honour of Milena
Pavlovi¢ Barilli (1909-1945) was first launched long ago in 1983
in Pozarevac. It sounds even more serious if we say that this cul-
tural event was established in the previous century in Yugoslavia,
and that during the nineties, on the territory of that country that no
longer exists today, were established smaller independent coun-
tries each visited by Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli who left a mark in al-
most each one of them.

That the spirit of one of the most prominent Serbian
artists of the twentieth century was an inspiration for numerous
contemporary artists also confirms the selection for the 19th Bi-
ennial ,In the Light of Milena“, by Snezana Petrovié¢, Doctor of Fine
Arts, who for this event chose thirty two works of art by sixteen au-
thors coming from Serbia in which Milena was born, but also from
Montenegro, Croatia, France, and Austria. There is no doubt that
the choice was primarily motivated by the quality of the works and
by their original interpretations of Milena Barilli's rich and diverse
opus, but on the other hand, maybe unconsciously, it also pointed
towards the spaces of Milena’s moving that were not just the way
stations in author’s professional growth, but important points in
her complex life and artistic development. Namely, if it is known
that Milena was fully affirmed as an artist in Italy, France, England,
Germany and America while she was still alive, if it is known that
she was respected as a poet, painter, illustrator, and graphic de-
signer, then we can surely claim that there are no boundaries for
contemporary artists to ask themselves questions while trying to
understand and interpret her work, to present “new reading” of her
works or simply to point out the rich paraphernalia present in: her

painting filled with mysterious and bewildering symbols; her poetry
woven with a string of poetic images, and even in her advertising
and fashion illustrations that only at first glance serve to place
products, while actually in the “invisible” layers of the painting they
reveal a miraculous and magical world.

The beauty and power of Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli's artistic
being attract the most broad audience: professionals that are still
consistently trying to find answers to numerous mysteries hidden
in Milena’s painting and poetry, on the one side, and on the other the
visitors to the Gallery in Pozarevac who almost enchanted stand in
front of her works, drifting into the fantastic world woven from the
reality and dreams, the real and the surreal, religion and mythol-
ogy. Finally, contemporary artists are drinking from the spring of
Milena’s imagination, trying to unlock the secret of her inner flame,
creating works they exhibit at the Biennial in Pozarevac, confirming
that Milena’s work is still ,alive” and that her unconstrained spirit
constantly floats somewhere above us.

In one of her poems, Milena said: ,What an unusual jour-
ney! | did not have to leave anybody”, predicting the immortality of
her work that still inspires authors of different generations and un-
obtrusively, but strongly, influences numerous ,tributaries” of con-
temporary art.

The international biennial “In the light of Milena” since
1983 in Pozarevac traditionally gathers artists, contemporaries
of different generations who, upon art selector’s invitation, create
works of art in honour of Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli (1909-1945), an art-
ist who, with her multidisciplinary contribution, left indelible traces
in Serbian culture.

The theme of this year’s biennial “Collectarium from
Venus's Diary” invites artists to a dialog with Milena’s exception-
ally rich creative opus; from poetry, fashion illustration, costume
design, advertising design, drawings and paintings that offer wide
array of fine art and poetic forms. Visual representations of her
fantastic world of dreams, mystery and the unconscious, are mir-
rored in her skill of merging her own intimate story with those that
belong to the field of art history. From that rich collectarium she
adopts adequate symbols and fine art forms by the principle of re-
interpretation of the existing ones, with integration of an authentic
new solution with the idea of building a new intimate logic. This
year's exhibition concept will consist of 32 art works by 16 artists
from domestic and international fine art scene. As an art selector,
| need to express my gratitude to the organizers of the Biennial for
their trust and for giving me the opportunity to select the works for
this year’s fine art assemblage. Also, | am using the opportunity to
express appreciation to my colleagues for accepting the invitation
to mark the 19th Biennial “In the light of Milena” with their authen-
tic aesthetic solutions. So this year, under the roof of the family
home of Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli, the following domestic and foreign
authors will present their latest art works: Maja Obradovi¢, Slavko
Kruni¢, Zoran Ignjatovié, Marko Tubié, Veljko Veljarevié, Naod Zorié,
Julija Dasi¢, Radovan Kuni¢, Maja Majolinica, Otto Rapp, Marijana
Rakiéevig, Zoran Krulj, Zeljko Burovié, Saga Marjanovié, Sanja Zigi¢,
and lvan Perak.

Maja Obradovi¢ (Serbia) focuses on researching differ-
ent materials in drawing discipline. By combining the form of draw-
ing with paper casting she opens up a question of the original and
the copy that becomes a current problem in contemporary digital
world. The figures in Maja’s works do not have faces nor identity,
they are part of the whiteness/silence between two swears, two
SMS, and two, or maybe a myriad, typed abbreviations. In an inti-
mate sense, contemporary representation of a male-female rela-
tionship draws a parallel with the thematics and symbolics of the
parallel worlds of male-female relationships present in Milena Pav-
lovi¢ Barilli's works.

Slavko Kruni¢ (Serbia) builds his works gradually by using
traditional figurative expression, inspired by the Flemish artists so
as the surrealists like Remedios Varo and Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli.

The main motif in Kruni¢’s works are portraits which he transforms
in his unique comical-surrealistic way. His poetics is characterised
by an exceptionally strong personal identity, and each work repre-
sent a separate self-portrait odyssey.

In the works by Zoran Ignjatovi¢ (Serbia) the artistic po-
etics suggests symbolic representation of motives that reveal the
most intimate emotional states when words become redundant.
Elements and shapes of clearly recognisable forms are enough for
a spectator to understand the certain intention. In this way by a
two-dimensional form he dialogues with Milena’s intimate records
in which she, in a written word, spoke about her true and deepest
feelings.

Marko Tubi¢ (Serbia) views human being as a physical
manifestation of his inner | — a soul, truly believing that everything
that is visible is simultaneously written somewhere inside in a dif-
ferent form. The human imperfection is an endless source of ideas
for him, and as such, incorporated into his world of imagination and
artistic presentations, acquires completely new shape and harmo-
nious accord.

The forms present in the works by Veljko Valjarevi¢ (Ser-
bia) have a human undertone or often animal character. They, as an
appearance, are not supposed to intimidate but to warn, and some-
times, by their appearance, they exhibit humour, a child’s romantic
view of fear. His painting represent an adventure which includes a
certain measure of infantilism — a play. He finds his motives easily
by evoking his childhood memories.

Naod Zori¢ (Montenegro) puts at the forefront the por-
traits of his heroes, capable of all mysteries of life and death. There
is something timeless, almost spiritual in author’s searching for a
sense in the immortality and afterlife. Zori¢'s highlanders, warriors
and heroes are personification of their race, the offspring of their
space, bitterness, and a bit of a sullen self-confidence. Those who
never visited Montenegro can feel all of that by watching Naod's
paintings and drawings.

The works by Julija Dasi¢ (France) reflect mystical, al-
chemical and erotic atmosphere in which the lush bodies of female
nudes levitate in an undefined space, surrounded by a myriad of
symbols that, with authentic art language, tell a story of a philoso-
phy of nature in and around us. In her authentic way, both themati-
cally and artistically, that thin thread of mysticism and symbolism
dialogues with metaphysical representations on Milena’s paint-
ings.

The spaces of the visual world of Radovan Kuni¢ (Croatia)
are placed far away from the real time and space. Even though dis-
obedient to physical laws and facts, the motives in his works come
out of the solid matter. A technological epoch and the surprises
that arise from it are the themes that build his works poetically.
Interpretation of the surfaces in Kuni¢’s works reminds of the maps
of the computer strategy games that marked author’s childhood.
The emphasis is on a player who manages territories and their re-
sources. Precisely in these strategy maps with constants change
of territories he finds the parallel inspired by Milena’s cosmopolitan
and nomadic life.

The works by Maja Majolinica (Serbia) are ruled by sub-

tlety, gentleness, and seduction. The representation from two an-
gles with the intention of seducing a potential spectator. With her
poetics the author brings us into the romantic, inventive world of
imaginary and accomplished love with the common idea and faith
in sincerity and endurance. An awaited inclination between the two
beings who, in Maja’s works, realise direct physical closeness and
contact, is an associative parallel with romantic representations of
platonic love and inclinations in some of Milena’s works.

Paintings and drawings by Otto Rapp (Austria) are creat-
ed by an intuitive process, in a trance, while he lets the unconscious
to lead him through the unexplored reaches of the mind, which he
then automatically records in his works. The elements in his works
are universal archetypes, part of the subconscious that makes the
collective unconscious. The atmosphere is dreamy and brings the
spectators into a deep inexplicable world of dreams that seems
very close to the world of Milena’s narrative about dreams. His
works develop under a principle of coincidence, from stains that
gradually, by a controlled fine art narrative, become shapes.

Magical worlds of metaphysical nature are unique to
works by Marijana Rakicevi¢ (Serbia) who managed, just like Mile-
na, to create magical and original connection of the world of ma-
terial nature of a man and personal world of ideas, thoughts, and
experience, so as her own interpretation of those experiences. The
narratives of her representations are tied to contemporary prob-
lems brought by the new digital era. Loneliness and social distance
that close a person within the space of an imposed imagination are
often motives in works of this author, which she builds in style of
the figurative imaginary realism.

Recognisable motives of small sailors in the works by
Zoran Krulj (Serbia), in a manner of the old Flemish masters, are
the reinterpretation of Milena's painting Composition from 1938.
The author chose direct dialog with Milena’s work in which, instead
of female nudes, he positioned his own figures with recognisable
paraphernalia.

In the works by Zeljko Burovi¢ (Serbia) dominate a female
figure as a metaphorical representation of mother, longing, love
and beauty. “She” is the one that stands at the source and shelter of
life, erotic and wanted, fertile, stirred up from the fire of temptation
or calmed by the surge and swell of the sea. In his works, besides
strong figurative forms, dominate extremely strong fluorescent col-
ouration, acquired with the unexpected clash of colours that brings
the spectator into a far, dreamed of dimension outside of the real
world. Artistic dialog that he leads with Milena’s work is achieved
through the representations of female figures that are often mo-
tives in the works by both authors.

Sasa Marjanovi¢ (Serbia) finds inspiration for realisation
of his work in his life, cinematography and fine art photography.
The motives and elements in his work come from author’s remem-
brance and experience from his childhood. In this segment he finds
a parallel with intimate symbolic representation in the paintings by
Milena Pavlovié¢ Barilli whose themes were mostly based on the
skill of a visual representation of her own intimate story. The col-
ouration of his works is reduced, while the contrast between light
and shadow dominates when it comes to the dynamics of the paint-

ing.

THE RULE BOOK AND PROCEEDINGS
OF THE 19* BIENNALE “IN THE LIGHT OF MILENA”

1. GENERAL REGULATIONS

The art event, Biennale “In the Light of Milena,” is a review of significant achievements
in the sphere of fine arts. The Biennale is devoted to a painter and poet Milena Pav-
lovié Barilliand the concept of the exhibition is based on the poetics of artistic works
of Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli. The Biennale opens on Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli's birthday, No-
vember 5 and it lasts until the end of November.

2. THE TERMS OF PARTICIPATION IN THE BIENNALE

The participants of the Biennale are invited by the selector; the participants are cho-
sen from the circles of academic artists in the Republic of Serbia or abroad. Each
participant gets the Rule Book and the Application form from the Organiser; having
completed the form, they send it to the Organiser with a short biography, catalogue
data about works, the number of the drawing account, address, telephone number
and the price of their work (if it is for sale) to the address, Millena Pavlovi¢ Barilli
Gallery, Dr Voje Duli¢a 14, 12000 Pozarevac, Serhia. Each participant of the Biennale
has the right to display two (2) of their works of fine art created during two previous
years. The works should be submitted by October 15" 2019, personally, by post, by
railway or in any other suitable way, whereas for the purposes of catalogue printing
the author has to submit one work of their own choice in the form of a digital image.
The Organiser returns the works to their authors in the same wrapping material in
which they were sent. The works must be in a gallery format, their dimensions not
exceeding 80x100 cm. The works should be prepared for exhibition and signed on
the back. Transportation expenses are jointly paid by authors and the Organiser.

3. THE SECURITY OF WORKS

The Organiser makes official notes about the state of works on the day of arrival. The Or-
ganiser is responsible for the potential damaging of works from the moment of taking
them over, during the exhibition until their return transportation. If the Organiser is re-
sponsible for the damaging of a work, the author will receive compensation, the amount
of which will be established by an appropriate committee of experts. If the Organiser is
responsible for the disappearance of a work, the author will receive compensation, the
amount of which will be established in an agreement between the author and the Organis-
er. The Organiser is obliged to return works to their authors, i.e. owners during the period of
15 days after the closing of the exhibition.

4. THE CATALOGUE

The Organiser publishes the catalogue with the selector’s preface, catalogue data and
one colour reproduction per author. The exhibitors waive the right of compensation for
the reproduction of their works. Each exhibitor receives a free copy of the catalogue.

5. THE PRIZES OF THE BIENNALE

Three (3) official prizes are awarded at the Biennale:
« First place prize: Grand Prix of the 17" Biennale
+ Second place prize of the Biennale
« Third place prize of the Biennale

The prize, i. e. the amounts of money awarded to the winners are determined
by the members of the Managing Board in compliance with the financial plan of the Bi-
ennale. The decision about awarding the prizes is announced on the opening day of the
Biennale by the president of the jury or one of the members appointed by the president.
The prizes are paid in accordance with current regulations.

6. THE FUND OF THE BIENNALE

If it is financially feasible and in agreement with the author, the Ograniser can purchase
the winning work, which then becomes part of the artistic fundof the Biennale. Authors
can give their works as a gift to the fund of the Biennale. The gift is irrevocable and un-
conditional.

7. FINAL REGULATIONS

By signing the application form, the author accepts all the stated regulations of the
Rule Book and Proceedings of the 17" Biennale “In the Light of Milena.” This Rule Book
comes into effect on the day of its adoption by the Managing Board of Milena’s Home
Foundation — Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli Gallery.
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
